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8. How does this passage of Romans answer the common question: If a man dies having never heard of the bible or the
Gospel, will he still go to Hell?

9. Pastor Jacob stated when preaching through verses 16-17 that our greatest need is for righteousness. How does this
truth connect with what Paul states in verse 18?
